歴史
　一本木公園はビール工場跡地を整備したのが始まりで、第1期整備部分の公園デザイン
は音楽がさかんであることから野外ステージを中心に波紋をイメージしてあります。 ポプ
ラ等の大木は当時の樹木を極力残しながら、市民の憩いの場を創出しました。

　昭和59年に旧中野市制施行30周年記念事業で開園し、同年、元須坂高校教諭の故黒岩喜
久雄先生から172種179株のバラの成木の寄付を受け移植しました。 これを契機にバラ公
園として親しまれるようになり、以後、バラを中心に整備をしてゆくことになりました。

　公園中央には、明治中期の代表的洋風建築である中野小学校旧校舎があります。 明治29
年に建築された校舎は80年余りにわたって使用されてきました。 昭和55年に取壊しが決
定されましたが、市民による保存運動の結果、昭和59年に現在の位置に移築されました。

　バラで有名になった当公園をさらに市民が集い自慢できる公園に、また、市外の人々も
集い観賞してもらうために、平成14年から第2期として拡張整備を始め、英国園芸研究家ケ
イ山田氏監修のもと、バラを基調に「四季を通じてさまざまな見所のあるイングリッシュ
ガーデン」をコンセプトに公園空間を創出しました。

　現在、当公園のバラは850種3,000株が植栽されています。

Ippongi Park was originally built on the site of a beer factory, and the design of the park is based on the image of 
ripples, centered on an outdoor stage, like music resounding. Large trees such as poplar trees have been 
preserved as much as possible to create a place for citizens to relax.

The park was opened in 1984 as part of the 30th anniversary project of the former Nakano Municipal 
organization enforcement. In the same year, 179 mature rose trees of 172 species were donated by the late 
Kikuo Kuroiwa, former teacher of Suzaka High School, and planted. This inspired us to maintain mainly on roses, 
besides the park became popular as a rose park.

In the center of the park, there is the old school building of Nakano Elementary School, which is a representative 
Western-style building of the mid-Meiji period. The school building, which was built in 1894, has been in use for 
over 80 years. It was decided to demolish it in 1980, but as a result of preservation campaigns by citizens, it was 
relocated to its current location in 1984.
